1 Introduction (example of a level 1 heading) 

This template is filled with explanatory text, instructing you how to use the template. The text that is in the template now can safely be deleted, is you apply the right styles to the replacing text. To be sure, you can copy-paste you text into this template. Be sure to paste-special (see the edit menu) to paste unformatted text and subsequently apply the right style. Number of headings (example of a level 3 heading)

Three levels of headers - of which the first two are numbered - should be enough for 10 pages of text. Do not use more than three levels. 

1.3 The margins (Example of a level 2 heading)

As you may have noted, the margins on odd and even pages are different. This is to accommodate two-sided reproduction. The proceedings can be bound at the side with the wider margin, while maintaining readability. The only drawback to you is that the text may shift left and right on your screen as you scroll up or down.
